 Arriving at Florence “Amerigo Vespucci" / “Peretola ” Airport 
 

Hotel Mirage is a 5 minute taxi journey from Florence’s "Amerigo Vespucci" / “Peretola” airport. A taxi rank 
can be found immediately outside the Arrivals terminal at the airport. The journey should cost around �  12. 
 

 
 Arriving at Pisa “Galileo Galilei” Airport  
 

By coach  
A coach service runs directly from Pisa airport to the Santa Maria Novella train station in Florence. Tickets 
are available onboard all Ryanair flights and from the Terravision desk in the Arrivals hall of the airport and 
can also be bought online.  
The coach departs from the coach car park which is on your right as you exit the airport from the Arrivals 
hall.  
The journey takes about 1 hour and 10 minutes.

 Arriving at Florence Santa Maria Novella Train Sta tion 
 

Arriving at the Florence Santa Maria Novella station (please see map below) 
To reach Hotel Mirage form the main train station you can take a taxi from the taxi rank outside the station. 
The journey takes about 15 minutes and will cost from 15 – 20 euro.  
 
Alternatively you can take bus number 29, 30 or 35 from the station which stop at the bus stop outside Hotel 
Mirage. It is necessary to buy a bus ticket from a newspaper stand or a Tabacchi shop with a T sign outside.  
 
You can buy a ticket for one bus journey for  about � 1.20 or a ticket for four journeys which costs around  
� 4.50. You must validate your ticket in the machines on the bus and it is valid for 70 minutes on any of the 
urban buses (orange) in Florence. If you ask the bus driver he/she will indicate the bus stop closest to Hotel 
Mirage. 
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
