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The training course “E-learning for history education” aims to develop teachers’ and
trainers’ skills in using new technologies as support instruments for teaching history. The
training course will provide the teachers with introductory concepts, together with
practical approaches and solutions, which will be developed further thanks to the use of
the Portal developed in the Multimedia History Memorial (Socrates — Comenius 2.1
Action) Project

The course will be held in a multimedia laboratory where each participant will have direct
access to a PC and will experiment practically the use of new technologies for teaching
history.

Each participant, working on the PC will also carry out the practical activities planned
(e.g. research of learning material on the internet, testing of the software for the creation
of training products, etc.) The methodological principles of the training course are
focused on the constant integration of theory and practice.

The educational contents will always be related to practical issues by the use of: analysis
of Internet Portals for training, analysis of examples e-learning courses, practical
exercises that will be carried out both individually and in groups, final development of an
e-learning based course developed with the effective use of computer technologies.

Each lesson will be divided in two parts. The first part, three hours long will take place
from 9 am to 12 pm. The second part, two hours long will take place from 12 pm to 14 pm
and will be a practical workshop specifically focused on the use of e-learning material. As
a support to the education a Forum section is available in which it is possible to leave
questions for the teachers of the course or to propose topics for discussion.

The training will be held by:

Antonio Cioffi, professor of Pedagogy and Didactics of Art at Brera University of Fine Arts
in Milan where he is also professor of Sociology of Visual Communication. For the same
University he is also responsible for Didactic Projects and European Partnerships in the
framework of the multimedia training. For the Faculty of Literature and Philosophy of the
University of Verona, he is responsible for the degree course in Multimedia Publishing
and Communication. Prof. Cioffi speaks English very well.
